My tumour was in my spine and abdomen. Hence the damage that I have been left with is as
follows: no sensation in my left leg, partial sensation right leg, bowel and bladder management. 
 

I underwent chemotherapy and numerous operations. The most recent one has been to put my left hip into the correct position, to cut through the tibia to correct alignment of leg and foot and tendons have been transferred.

I love sports and competition. Skiing has given me the chance to be part of a team but to also compete at high level. I am continuing to improve in a sport that I feel passionately about. Skiing is
not just a sport that can be enjoyed with the family members, but one at which I can excel at. 
 

I love the social side of skiing, the après ski when we sit and compare our day and laugh about what we have done together or achieved.  There is always so much that happens on the mountain each day. The excitement I get from being independent, going at such speed, there is nothing to compare.
