Frequently Asked Questions

Where is the start and finish of the event, and how long is the route?

The start of the race is at Nevis Range car park (postcode PH33 6SQ), with the end at Cairngorm Mountain day lodge (postcode PH22 1RB). The route is 66 miles long and ascends to nearly 2,500ft, with the steepest section being the last 5 miles.
What time is the start of the event?

The event starts at 9am from the Nevis Range car park (postcode PH33 6SQ). The registration desk is open from 8am, and you MUST register before the start of the event.

Why do I have to register again?

In order for us to keep track of our cyclists on the day of the event, we require ALL participants to register before the start of the race and to confirm their participation as well as receive further information on the race such as maps, participant numbers, and emergency contact details.

If I am getting accommodation, do I have to stay in Aviemore, or can I stay in Fort William?

You are free to stay wherever you wish, or indeed arrive on the morning of the event. As this is a ‘point to point’ event with a different start and finish location, we are providing transport from Loch Morlich near Aviemore (further details on pick up point in Aviemore will be provided closer to the event) for each participant and their bicycle to the start of the event at Nevis Range car park. This transport has to be pre-booked and paid for in advance. If you have friends and family with you who can transport you to the start of the event, then you are more than welcome to make your own way to the start point in time for registration.

Why do we have to pay for transport to the beginning of the event?

If you choose to utilise the transport provided by the charity, this must be pre-booked and paid for at a cost of £7 per participant. This charge is solely to cover the cost of the coach and so we can ensure we have enough coaches on the day.

Will there be rest stops along the way?

Yes. We are providing several rest, water and refreshment stops along the course of the route. We actively encourage all participants to use these stops in order to ensure essential rest time. Some of these stops will be checkpoints. It is compulsory to stop at these points, in order for our staff to account for you on the route. Details of these stops will be given out on the day of the event at registration.

What happens if I am too tired to carry on, or my bike breaks down?

If you are unable to carry along the route for any reason, please alert a member of staff or a marshal and one of our vans will pick you and your bike up and transport you to the finish point. We will have a bike repair van en-route should you need assistance with your bike. This however is not an emergency service, and the bike mechanic will endeavour to assist you, time permitting.

What happens if I need immediate help?

If you are injured or require immediate help en-route, please call the emergency contact numbers for event which will be given to you at registration on the day of the race. You are reminded that you are required to carry a mobile phone with you on the route at all times in case of emergency.

I see the last section of the route is the most challenging – what if I am unable to complete it?

The final 5 miles of the route ascending Cairngorm Mountain are the most challenging. If you get to the last water stop (61.5 miles) before the start of the climb and feel you are unable to continue, you do not have to continue. Our post-event BBQ is being held at the same point as the last water stop, so you can stop at that point and join all our staff and supporters in cheering everyone else on.

If participants have not been able to get to the final water stop (61.5 miles) by 6pm, they will be asked to retire from the event.

If we haven’t reached that point by that time why do we have to retire from the event?

For reasons concerning health and safety of all participants, we cannot allow participants who have not reached the final stop (61.5 miles) to continue. 6pm is the official close time of the Peak 2 Peak event. Without the support of the events team, participants continuing on their own could encounter numerous problems due to failing light conditions and potential exhaustion. Therefore participants are asked to retire for their own safety and enjoyment of the event.

What happens at the end of the event?

Once you arrive at the finish point at Cairngorm Mountain day lodge, you will be greeting by staff and supporters to congratulate you. You can then enjoy the stunning scenery and your accomplishment before an easy descent down the hill to sign back in and then enjoy our post-event BBQ at Loch Morlich Water Sports centre. 

How much is the BBQ?

The BBQ is FREE to all of our event participants, and £5 for any friends and family. We will be in contact closer to the event to ascertain numbers and special dietary needs. The BBQ will run from 4pm until 7pm, and is a great chance to swap stories with friends you have met along the route, as well as meet the events team supporting you.

Why do I have to sign back in after the event?

It is important that you sign back in after the event, so that we know that all participants have finished the route and are accounted for. If you do not sign back in, then we WILL be calling your emergency contact number provided on your registration form.

Anything else?

Remember that the aim of the event is for you to have fun taking part in this unique event whilst raising money for Disability Snowsport UK.
